COMPETITION RULES

PLEASE READ CAREFULLY

1. The competition will be divided into seven divisions:

High School Large Team  – High School Dance Teams with 15 or more members

High School Small Team - High School Dance Teams with 14 or fewer members

Jr. High -  Jr. High or Middle School Dance Teams (No limit on size)

Color Guard – Jr. High / Middle School and  High School Flag Teams or Color Guards (No limit on size)

Majorettes – Jr. High / Middle School and High School Majorette Teams with two or more members

Officer/Ensemble -  Performing groups with two to ten members

Individual Competition – Solo Performances 

2. You may enroll your full team in ONLY ONE division.  Your team size is determined by the number of team members performing on competition day.  You must perform all of your routines in the same division; however, fluctuations in number of team members are allowed as long as you stay within the limitations of your chosen division.  In addition, smaller groups from your team may also enter the Office/Ensemble Competition.  All participants must be a current member in good standing of their school’s dance, majorette or flag team.  The school must be located in the state of Alabama.

3. CATEGORY REGULATIONS: In each dance team division, High School Large Team, High School Small Team, and Jr. High  there will be Five categories.  Your team may compete in only THREE of the five categories.  Backdrops and/or props cannot be used in any category except prop/novelty.  Any part of a uniform that is removed or used to enhance the choreography of a routine in any way is considered to be a prop and is not allowed in any category except prop/novelty.  Any routine registered in the wrong category will be penalized by each judge and / or disqualified.  The five categories are as follows:

a. JAZZ - A jazz routine is any routine executing movements that are stylized, expressive, or lyrical, and interpret the music through choreography.  The routine should include a combination of rhythmic, creative body movements which interpret and emphasize the music selection.  Backdrops, props and any costume that is used as a tangible element in the routine are prohibited.  If used, the routine will be disqualified.

b. HIGH KICK –A kick is defined as an extension of the leg at the knee, waist, shoulder or higher level.  Preps, touching the floor or hooks are not considered kicks.  Each individual team member must execute no less than 50 kicks at any level.  Judges will consider the number and variety of kicks and movements made in kick formation.  Backdrops, props and any costume that is used as a tangible element in the routine are prohibited.  If used, the routine will be disqualified.

c. POM-PON – A pom routine is any routine consisting of the use of poms and pom technique incorporated with dance technique and choreography.  Poms must be used in the routine from start to finish.  Visual creativity and formations will be considered by the judges.  Backdrops, props and any costume that is used as a tangible element in the routine are prohibited.  If used, the routine will be disqualified.

d. HIP-HOP – A hip-hop routine is any routine that combines athleticism, rhythm, trick moves and street-style dancing.   The routine must emphasize street inspired movements (pop & lock, hitting & jamming, and other funk techniques).  The hip-hop routine must also focus on the interpretation of the music.  Backdrops, props and any costume that is used as a tangible element in the routine are prohibited.  If used, the routine will be disqualified.

e. PROP/NOVELTY- A Prop/Novelty routine is one choreographed with emphasis on a character or theme consistent with the music.  This routine should be performed in a costume or with costume accessories added to your school uniform.  Backdrops and props are permitted and encouraged.  Props must be padded so that no damage occurs to the floor.  In order to use any electrical or other special effects, American All-Star must know in advance to obtain approval from the Wright Center and Samford University.  Pyrotechnics of any kind are prohibited.  If the dance begins or ends with a prop, or one is used anywhere in the routine (including removal or use of part of a uniform in any way), it is considered a prop routine.  Flash gloves are not considered a prop unless removed.  There will be a time limit for setting up and taking down props.  Each team will have five minutes to set the stage for the routine and five minutes to clear the stage of all props.  For each penalty there will be five points deducted from each judge.  Due to the height of the doorway entry to the stage, props cannot exceed 12 feet in height.  

4. Flag teams, majorette teams, officer/ensemble and individual divisions may perform any style routine and may wear uniforms or costumes.  No knives, sabers, or fire will be allowed.

5. TIME LIMIT:  Your music must not exceed 2:30 minutes (2 ½ minutes).  If a team, ensemble, or individual exceeds the time limit, they will be penalized 5 points per judge.  If a team exceeds the time limit by 15 seconds, the team will be disqualified in that category.  Entrances and exits are not counted as part of the time unless the entrance and exit is choreographed to music.  Time begins with the first beat of the music and ends with the last beat of music.  Each team will be allowed 5 minutes to set-up props and 5 minutes to break down the props.  Any team going over 5 minutes will result in a 5-point penalty from each judge.

6. MUSIC:   All music must be recorded on a professionally dubbed CD.  Each routine should have its own CD.  No other music should be on the CD.  Please Note:  All performance music for the entire day must be turned in at check-in.  Each CD must be labeled with the school name, the division, and the category.  EXAMPLE: ABC HIGH SCHOOL, High School Large Team, High Kick.  Sponsors should have back-up CDs of all their music with them at competition.  There is no limit to the number of songs included in a routine’s music.  No cassette tapes will be accepted. 

7. PERFORMANCE AREA: The performance area is 58 feet wide and 40 feet deep.  It is a typical stage with a wooden floor.  Most shoes are appropriate.   No rosin shoes are allowed.  TAP SHOES ARE ALLOWED ON THE PERFORMANCE AREA , but may not be worn in any other part of the facility.
8. DEADLINE for entry is Friday, December 10, 2010.  The final instruction packet with approximate performance times will be mailed one week prior to competition.

9. SCHEDULE:  The competition begins at 2 P.M. beginning with the individual competition.  All participants should check in at The Wright Center at Samford University beginning at 12:30 P.M.  Doors will open at 1:00 P.M. for spectators.  Parking is available next to The Wright Center at Samford University.

10. CRITERIA FOR JUDGING: 

a. Choreography

11. TICKETS:  Parents and friends are invited to come and watch the competition.  The admission charge is $10.00 for adults and $5.00 for children 10 and under. Tickets may be purchased at the door.  Performing team members and sponsor are admitted free.  Team members must enter together.  Doors open for spectators at 1:00 P.M.  

12. AWARDS:
a. STATE DANCE TEAM AWARDS – These two awards will be presented to the teams from High School Large Team and High School Small Team combined and Jr. High Dance Team that enter THREE categories and achieve the HIGHEST CUMULATIVE SCORE.  Only those teams entering THREE categories will qualify for these awards.  The winners of these awards will receive the official state trophy and be awarded the title, ALABAMA DANCE TEAM CHAMPION.  
b. DIVISION AWARDS – Trophies for first, second, and third places will be awarded as follows:

i. HIGH KICK
ii. JAZZ
iii. POM-PON
iv. HIP-HOP

v. PROP / NOVELTY
vi. FLAG TEAM - Winning team is Alabama Flag Team Champion

vii. MAJORETTE TEAM – Winning team is Alabama Majorette Champion

viii. OFFICER/ENSEMBLE – Winning group is Alabama Officer/Ensemble Champion.

ix. INDIVIDUAL – Winner is Alabama Individual Champion.

c. Highest scoring routines regardless of category will be awarded in the following dance divisions:  Jr. High, High School Small Team and High School Large Team.

13. Sponsors will be given comment sheets and will be allowed to review their team’s scores.

14. Videotaping will be allowed only from the designated area.  Parents and friends are welcome to video their team’s performance only.  No tripods will be allowed and all cameras must be battery operated.

15. All performers give their permission for any photograph or video taken of them on competition day to be used in promotion of the competition.
16. All aisles must remain clear.  Do not store uniforms, props, etc. in any aisle due to fire safety rules.

17. A concession stand will be available.  However, NO FOOD OR DRINK WILL BE ALLOWED IN THE CONCERT HALL.  This will be strictly enforced.

18. No tumbling or gymnastics will be allowed.  The routine will be disqualified if used.  The only exceptions are a forward roll, a backward roll, and a two-handed cartwheel.   
19. Backstage classrooms may not be used as dressing rooms.

20. No persons other than sponsors, team members, and competition staff  are allowed backstage at any time.

21. Props and backdrops may be delivered to the stage after 12:30 P.M. on the competition day.  Larger props can be dropped off backstage on the left side of The Wright Center.  The backstage entry door is 12 feet tall.

22. Sponsors and team members must clean up their own dressing areas after the competition.

23. As there is limited space for costume changes, several teams will be assigned to the same dressing room.  Please do not leave valuable items in the rooms, as Alabama State Competition is not responsible for lost or damaged items.
