GENERAL INFORMATION

COMPETITION FACILITIES:

The 2011 Louisiana State Dance/Drill Team Championship will be held Saturday, January 15, 2011 and Sunday, January 16, 2011 at the Cajun Dome and Convention Center in Lafayette, Louisiana.  Solo, Duet, Ensemble, Officer, and Scholarship competitions will be held on Saturday in the Convention Center.  Solo Finals and Team Competition will be held on Sunday in the Cajun Dome.  
TIME LIMITS:

All routines regardless of division or category must be 2:30 minutes or less.  Entrances and exits are not included in this time nor are they judged.  Routine time begins and ends with the music.  There is a 10 second grace period before a penalty is applied.  

PERFORMANCE TIMES:

Performances are scheduled by category and division.  Performance times are determined by order of registration received.  Registrations received first will go to the bottom of the performance order and so on.  A tentative schedule will be posted at www.americanallstar.com approximately four days prior to the competition weekend.

LODGING:

American All-Star has negotiated discounted hotel rates with several hotels in the Lafayette area (see enclosed listing).  Please mention the 2011 Louisiana State Competition when making reservations.  Space is limited.
VIDEOTAPING:

By registering for this event, all competition participants give their permission for any photographs of them to be used in the promotion of the 2011 Louisiana State Dance/Drill Competition and American All-Star, LLC.  Additionally, participants agree to appear in videotaped or televised broadcasts in connection with American All-Star promotional campaigns.       

VIDEO CAMERA:

No videotaping or photography of any kind will be allowed from the stands.  One video camera per team will be allowed.  The video camera must be labeled and videotaping will be allowed from a designated area of the facility.  Any person or team violating this policy will be removed from the facility.

RULES AND REGULATIONS
tc \l5 "RULES AND REGULATIONS
tc \l5 "TIME LIMITS

tc \l5 "TIME LIMITSAll routines, regardless of division or category must be 2:30 minutes or less.  There is a ten second grace period.  Performance time begins and ends with the music.  Performances that exceed 2 minutes and 40 seconds will be penalized. Entrances and exits are not included in this time and are not judged.  

tc \l5 "COMPETITION FOOTWEAR

tc \l5 "COMPETITION FOOTWEARFootwear for the competition is limited to non-marking dance or jazz shoes. This requirement is set forth by Cajun Dome officials.  If you have any questions please contact American All-Star, (985) 951-8600 or kristen@americanallstar.com.

tc \l5 "MUSIC

tc \l5 "MUSICA Music Adjudicator will be available at the sound booth at all times throughout the competition.  The tape/cd  must be presented at the time of the team performance by the team sponsor or other appointed team representative.  The representative must have a performance tape/cd and a back-up tape/cd.  The sponsor or representative must stay at the sound booth for the length of the performance.

If the team is using a CD for their performance, their backup music source must be a cassette tape.  If CD skips or doesn’t play the cassette tape will be used as the back-up and the team will have an opportunity to start over.  If the backup for the CD is another CD and the back-up CD skips there is no opportunity to start over.  

tc \l5 "TAPE/COMPACT DISC GUIDELINES

tc \l5 "TAPE/COMPACT DISC GUIDELINES*All music must be an original or first generation copy recorded on a high quality cassette tape or compact disc.

*If using a cassette tape the performance song should be the only song on the tape.  It should be recorded at the beginning of Side A of the tape.
*Each routine must have its own cassette tape or CD with no other music recorded on the CD or the other side of the cassette tape.

*All music must be cued to the performance song when handed to the Music Adjudicator

STUNTS
Partner stunts and lifts are limited to two persons high.  Back handsprings, flips, aerials, or any skills that require the dancer to be fully airborne are not allowed. Using any disallowed stunt or skill in a routine will result in the immediate disqualification of the routine. You may call our office to verify any skills or stunts.

COMPETITION DIVISIONS 

HIGH SCHOOL TEAM COMPETITION

tc \l5 "HIGH SCHOOL TEAM COMPETITION
High School Dance Teams may compete in the following categories:  High Kick, Jazz, Prop/Novelty, Pom Pon, and Hip Hop.  A team may enter all five categories.  The top two cumulative scores will be used in calculating the sweepstakes awards.  High School Teams will be divided into the following divisions based on team size:

Novice:
       High School teams who have not competed with any company in the last 6 years.  Novice 1st, 2nd, and 3rd place winners must move to a division next year.  No team can stay in the novice division for more than 2 years.  Novice teams are eligible for division awards only. 

Division I:       High School Teams with 5 – 12 Performing Members

Division II:      High School Teams with 13 – 22 Performing Members 

Division III:     High School Teams with 23 or more Performing Members  

Your team division must be consistent in every category.  The number of performing members in each dance must fall within the division you are registered in.  American All-Star reserves the right to adjust the number of required performers in each category.

JUNIOR H IGH SCHOOL TEAM COMPETITION

tc \l5 "JUNIOR H IGH SCHOOL TEAM COMPETITION
Junior High and Middle School Dance Teams may compete in the following categories:  High Kick, Jazz, Prop/Novelty, Pom Pon, and Hip Hop.   A team may enter all five categories.  Junior High Teams will be divided into the following divisions based on the grade levels of the team members.

Division I:   Junior High/Middle School Teams with team members with average grade of 4 thru 7

Division II:  Junior High Teams with member with average grade level of 7 thru 9 with 5-13 performing members

Division III: Junior High Teams with members with average grade level of 7 thru 9 with 14 or more performing members

The number of performing members in each dance must fall within the division you are registered in.   American All-Star reserves the right to adjust the number of required performers in each category.

AUXILIARY COMPETITION
Flag Teams must be comprised of no fewer than three members. Teams may use tall flags, swing flags, rifles, or any combination. Any number of standard styes of baton may be used.  Hoop batons may be used.  Knives, fire, and other feature twirling equipment may not be used.

OFFICER COMPETITION
Officer Lines should be comprised of three to ten officers.  Only one officer line per team. Officers may perform any style routine.

SOLO COMPETITION
Soloists may perform any style of routine they choose.  There is no limit on soloists from each team.  Soloists are divided into the following divisions:

Jr. High School, grades 6,7,8

High School, Jr. Division, grades 9-10

High School, Sr. Division, grades 11-12

The top three Jr. High School, High School Jr. Division, and High School Sr. Division will compete in a final round of competition on Sunday, January 16.  The finalists will be announced Saturday, January 15 at the conclusion of the day’s competition.  First, Second and Third place trophies will be awarded to the top three finalists from the Jr. High School Division.  First, Second and Third place trophies, along with cash prizes, will be awarded to the top three finalists from the High School Jr. Division and the High School Sr. Division.

DUET COMPETITION
A duet is comprised of two team members. Duets may perform any style routine.  A maximum of six duets may enter from one team. **Each team member may perform in a maximum of three (3) duets.

ENSEMBLE COMPETITION
An ensemble is comprised of three to ten performers.  A maximum of six ensembles may be entered from one team.  Ensembles may perform any style routine.    **Each team member may perform in a maximum of three (3) ensembles.
